Since our first year in 2000, Cove Park has welcomed approximately 4,000 local, national and
international artists, creative practitioners, writers and researchers, working in all art forms
and at every career stage. Our residencies provide these practitioners with the time and space
to develop outstanding new work from many different disciplines including craft, design, visual
arts, film, music, literature, translation, and performing arts. Our multidisciplinary programme
is unique in Scotland, and we have an international reputation for excellence amongst artists,
funders and programme partners.
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Our community engagement programme
takes the work of Cove Park and our
resident artists directly to children and
young people in our region. We also
welcome visitors of all ages to Cove Park
for a wide range of projects and events,
including Open Studios and workshops,
book launches, performances, film
screenings, and symposia. This work
brings the benefits of creativity to our
local community.
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The site itself has an eclectic history,
functioning variously as common land, a
naval store and,immediately prior to Cove
Park, as a conservation park. We have
maintainedthe principles of the
conservation park, continuing to host
sheep and Highland cows, and managing
grazing pasture so that the site’s rich
biodiversity can flourish. To support this,
500 native trees were planted in 2022 by
resident  artists, local community
volunteers, and our team to create a new
micro-rainforest for Argyll.

The financial challenges facing Cove Park - like many cultural organisations in Scotland — are
significant. All donations from our Patrons go directly to supporting our core work and you
can choose whether you want your support to be directed to our residencies, community
programme, or our site and sustainability initiatives.
